               Players will be called as they and court space are available.  The above schedule will allow us to be

             very flexible in calling for matches to be played.  Some doubles or singles matches may begin earlier than the

             schedule says if court space and players are available.   

Entry fee:  The entry fee will be $12.00 for the first event and $10.00 for each added event.

Shuttles:  High Altitude feather shuttles will be used.  You will not have to pay extra for shuttles.

Awards:  Gold, and silver medals will be awarded to first and second place winners.

           A bronze medal will be awarded to the consolation winner. There will not be a playoff between the losers 

            of the semi-final rounds for third place.  It adds too much to time and court space. Both are limited.

West Middle School:   Take the Uintah exit from I-25…go west on Uintah to 19th street.  Turn left on 19th.  19th goes south and southwest a few blocks to the middle school that lies between 19th and 20th streets. “Streets and Trips” program or “Map Quest” will draw you a map if you need one.
